are boxes with lessons and lab supplies

boxed together ready to set out for your

students. The stations also come with
resources like books, videos and posters and an
Educator’s Guide to help the teacher through this
energy filled exploration.

SOLAR CooKING STATION

Solar Cooking is one of the most exciting renew-
able energy activities that you can do with students.
The station contains cookbooks, six ready-to-use
solar cookers of all sizes, cooking utensils and a
complete set of designs to build seven other solar
cookers in your classroom. With the designs that
we have provided for you, your students can cook
anything from a s’more to a roast! Remember, the
key to solar cooking is the sun — so plan this sta-
tion into your renewable energy lesson and make
sure you get it during the sunny time of year.

OUNIOR SOLAR SPRINT STATION

Working in teams, your students can build model
solar cars and hold races. They will have lots of
fun while learning about solar energy. The station
includes solar panels and many other parts that
you will need to assemble your model solar car.
The station provides great instructions from the
National Renewable Energy Laboratories on how
to use the Junior Solar Sprint program in your
classroom. The station also provides instructions
on how to hold a solar car race at your school
or how to race in the regional race right here in
Texas.

ENERGY EXPLORATION STATION

This station includes books, models, and hands-
on activities that assist the student and teacher
during a unit on electricity, renewable resources
or energy efficiency. If you are teaching Electricity
or Energy Efficiency you can use the Watt’'s Up

Meter for determining the cost of using an appli-
ance such as a hair dryer or an overhead projec-
tor. If you are teaching Renewable Resources you
can use the anemometer for checking the wind
speed to the wind meters your students built in
the activity. We have also included activities such
as the ever-popular Tale of Two Light Bulbs and
the Pay Me Game for students to explore what
they already know about the energy world around
them and what changes they might want to make
in their personal lives. For more information on
the contents of this or any of our Traveling Energy
Exploration Stations, please check out our web-
site at www.wattwatchers.org.
